Code of Washington, OHigh-Perfamee Public Buildings,O requiring
all projects over 5,000 square feet reaaivcapital funds after July 1, 2006 to be
certified to the LEED Silver standard. The code also requires that all K-12
schools be certified to the LEED Silver standard or built to comply with the
Washington Sustainable Schools Protocol as of July 1, 2007.
